That means that all of our registered households that we 
know of who have not completed a census card will receive one in the mail with a self-addressed stamped  
envelope to return it to us.

Some Church building updates 
Leaky roof/alarm system: We’ve had some challenges lately. We’ve needed to adjust our fire alarm/smoke 
alarms in the church due to the leaky roof. The water was geƫng into the system and seƫng off the alarms   
requiring the North Greece Fire Department to come and make sure there were no fires. They have been very 
kind, but there are only so many false alarms that can happen before we’re penalized. We are in the process to 
see what temporary measures we can take to try to address the leaks. Overall, the Church roof is in very bad 
shape and will need a complete replacement very soon. This will be a very large project and very expensive. 
 
Church foyer:  As I’ve shared with you, we will be installing voƟve lights in the foyer by the statue of our patron 
saint. I’ve been told that the voƟve lights should be here by the end of the month. Let’s hope that happens. 
Once installed, the electronic voƟve candles will be there for your prayer intenƟons. Once lit, they will remain lit 
for 5 days. The suggested offering for a candle will be $10. 
 
ReconciliaƟon Chapel: As you know, we have two confessionals at the side rear of the Church on both sides. 
These rooms are very small and not very easily seen for visitors coming to confession. It is very difficult for a 
person with a walker or cane, or using a wheelchair to enter and exit. Further, the penitent has only two    
choices: to sit face-to-face or to kneel in anonymity. Many people would like to sit behind the screen because 
they can’t kneel.  So, the room next to the St. Joseph’s statue is going to be converted into our new                
ReconciliaƟon Chapel. You will have the choice to sit or kneel behind the fabric screen in total anonymity or sit 
face-to-face with the priest for the Sacrament. With hope, we will install Red/Green lights over the door so that 
you’ll know when it is okay to come in. The room is much larger and far easier to enter. Over the next few 
weeks we’ll be painƟng the room and moving things in.
